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APPLYING FOR ADMISSION TO MENLO COLLEGE

For All Applicants

Menlo College extends an invitation to all applicants and
does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national
origin, gender, sexual orientation, disability, or age in any
of its policies, procedures, or practices. Menlo has a
rolling admissions policy with an early action deadline of
December 1*. Priority consideration for admission is
given to students who complete their applications by
February 1* for the Fall semester and December 1* for the
Spring semester. Decisions on each candidate are made
within two weeks after all admission materials have been
received.

A Completed Application Includes:

1. Application Form and Fee: The form must be
completed and signed by the applicant. The non-
refundable application fee is $40, payable to Menlo
College. Please write the student’s name and social
security number on the check. Any fee waiver to be
considered must come from a school administrator or
counselor.

2. Essay: Please submit an essay of at least 250 words
addressing reasons for secking a college education,
expectations of a college education, and reasons for
choosing to apply to Menlo College.

3. Recommendation: One recommendation is required

for Freshmen applicants only. Distribute the enclosed

recommendation form to a teacher or counselor to
complete on your behalf and return to Menlo
College.

4. Transcripts: An official, sealed copy of transcripts for
all high school and/or college coursework is required.
Failure to acknowledge and submit all records is
grounds to deny or revoke admission. Transfer
applicants with more than 12 transferable academic
semester units do not need to submit high school
transcripts, unless requested. Final official transcripts
must be submitted prior to the first day of classes and
must show satisfactory work, or the office has the
right to revoke the offer of admission. For
international students, official results of all school-
leaving examinations must be submitted. School
records in other languages must be accompanied by a
certified English translation.

5. Test Scores: All freshman applicants (and transfer
applicants with fewer than 12 transferable academic
semester units) are required to submit scores from the
SAT Reasoning Test (SAT), the American College
Test (ACT) or the Test of English as a Foreign

Language (TOEFL) or the International English
Language Testing System (IELTS). We use the
highest individual scores achieved in considering your
application.

Financial Aid and Merit Scholarships

A college education is one of the most important
investments you and your family will ever make. At
Menlo College, we are committed to making that
investment affordable. Need-based financial assistance is
provided in the form of grants, on- and off-campus
employment, and low-interest loans. Annually, more than
80 percent of our students receive financial aid. All
students who are interested in applying for financial aid
must fill out a Free Application for Federal Student Aid
form (FAFSA) by the March 2™ priority deadline to
maximize financial aid eligibility. Students who apply for
admission after March 2™ should submit forms as soon as
possible. Please be sure to list Menlo College school code
001236 in the school section of the FAFSA from. Students
must be citizens or permanent residents of the U.S. to be
considered for need-based financial aid.

Menlo offers a variety of merit-based scholarships and
awards to those outstanding students who have
demonstrated a commitment to academic excellence and
leadership both inside and outside of the classroom. No
special application is required; students will automatically
be considered once they are admitted. The scholarships
are renewable each year, provided the student maintains a
specified grade point average. Students who file the
FAFSA may qualify for need-based aid in addition to a
merit scholarship. Students who are not citizens or
permanent residents of the U.S. are eligible for merit
scholarship and award consideration.
